Without fraternity, equality
and liberty will be no deeper than coats of paint.

Hence, the major determinants
for achieving future food security goals will be driven by the use and timely
supply of quality seeds, fertilizers, and water along with application of
modern technologies supporting the precision management of resources.
Fertile soil contains an adequate supply of essential nutrients like nitrogen,
phosphorus, potassium, and micronutrients, which are vital for plant growth,
development and improved yield. These nutrients are absorbed by plants
and are essential for various physiological processes, such as photosynthesis,
protein synthesis, fruit formation, etc. Hence, soil fertility directly influences
crop yield and quality. Nutrient-rich soil can provide all essential nutrients
and lead to higher crop productivity and improved produce quality,
including better taste, appearance, and nutritional content but inadequate
amount of nutrients can result in stunted growth, reduced yield, and even
poor harvests. However, fertile soil supports diverse plant life, which in turn
promotes biodiversity. Soil fertility also impacts the soil microorganisms'
health, which plays essential roles in nutrient cycling and maintaining soil
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structure. Healthy soils with adequate organic matter content can sequester
carbon dioxide from the atmosphere and this helps to mitigate climate
change, as carbon is stored in the soil, thus reducing the greenhouse gas
concentrations of the atmosphere. Well-nourished plants are better equipped
to withstand adverse conditions and recover more quickly from disturbances.
Soil fertility is essential for ensuring sustainable agriculture, preserving
ecosystem health, maintaining biodiversity, and providing nutritious food
for both humans and animals. Proper soil management practices, such as
judicious fertilizer application, organic matter incorporation, and erosion
control, are crucial for maintaining and enhancing soil fertility over a time.
