Nursing Officer (Staff Nurse) Recruitment- Computer Based Test —

Instructions

The following instructions are issued to the candidates appearing for Computer Based
Test (CBT) to be held on 23.11.2024 for Nursing Officer (Staff Nurse) recruitment.

1.

The CBT will be held in two sessions, therefore, the procedure of “normalization
of scores” of candidates will be followed, which will take into account variation
in the difficulty levels of the question papers across the two sessions.The
sessions will be allotted to candidates randomly.

A candidate will be eligible to appear in one session only. The session in which
the candidate has to appear for the exam will be indicated in the hall ticket.

The candidates should download their hall-tickets from the link provided on
MHSRB web-site.

After downloading the Hall Ticket, the candidates must take a printout on A4
size paper. The Hall Ticket is valid, only if the photo and signature of the
candidate are legible.

The candidates can call on 7416908215 on all working days between 10.30 AM
to 5.00 PM, if they are facing any difficulty in downloading the Hall Ticket.

Hall Ticket must be presented for entry into the examination hall/center.

If the Hall Ticket is without photo or without signature, the candidate should
bring 3 passport size photos duly attested by a gazetted officer along with an
undertaking and handover to the invigilator in the examination hall, failing
which the candidate will not be admitted to the examination.

The candidates should also bring one original valid photo identification card
issued by Government (Passport / Pan Card/ Voter ID/ Aadhaar Card/
Government Employee ID/ Driving License).



9. Candidates should report to the exam centre by reporting time, as the
registration of candidates takes time.

10.The registration includes capturing of biometric information of candidates.
Therefore, candidates are advised not to apply any external material like
mehndi, ink, tattoos etc. on their hands.

11.Candidates will not be allowed into examination hall after ‘Gate Closing Time’,
even if they are late by a minute.

12.The reporting time, gate closing time and exam time are as follows:

13.Candidate will be permitted to appear for the examination ONLY after
verification of credentials by center officials & after frisking to ensure that no
prohibited articles are carried.

14.Candidates should take exam in the allotted centre only. Change of centre is not
permitted under any circumstances.

15.Candidates are advised to visit their respective test centre well in advance (at
least a day before the examination) to get acquainted with the location of the
Test Centre.

16.Candidate should ONLY carry hall ticket, black/blue ball point pen (preferably
transparent) and valid identification card(s) inside the test center and any other
belongings strictly will not be allowed. Candidates can bring a transparent water
bottle. Rough sheets will be provided at the examination hall by the invigilator.

17.Candidates are not allowed to bring calculators, mathematical tables, pagers,
cell phones, tablets, pen drives, bluetooth devices, watch, log tables, wallet,
hand bags, writing pads, notes, charts, loose sheets or any other gadgets or



recording instruments. Possession of the same will lead to invalidation of
candidature and the candidate will not be allowed to write the exam.

18.There may not be a guaranteed security facility for safe-keeping of valuable
devices or personal belongings outside the examination hall. Therefore,
candidates are requested to avoid bringing such valuables which are not
allowed in the examination center.

19.1n case of impersonation, an F.I.R will be lodged with Police Station concerned
apart from disqualifying of candidature.

20.The total duration of examination is 80 minutes. The examination will be auto
submitted after the expiry of 80 minutes time. The exam will be in English
medium only. There are no negative marks.

21.Candidates will not be permitted to leave the examination hall before the end
of the examination.

22.Hall Ticket must be preserved by the candidate till the final conclusion of the
process of Recruitment.

23.A MOCK TEST has been uploaded on MHSRB Web site. Candidates can use this
facility to familiarise themselves about processes involved in Computer Based
Test.

Normalization process

24. Since the question paper is different for each session, there is a possibility that
difficulty levels of question papers may vary slightly. Hence, it is decided to
adopt normalisation process to eliminate any such variations in the difficulty
levels of various sessions. However, utmost care will be taken so that question
papers in all sessions are of the same standard.

25.The main aim of normalization is to ensure that no student gets
advantage/disadvantage due to multiple sessions. The normalization process
brings all candidates across all sessions on a comparative scale. Due to this
process, the marks of the easy session may reduce marginally and marks of hard
session may increase marginally on the global scale. This depends exactly on the
average performance of candidates in each session. The following normalization
procedure will be adopted which is being followed in other competitive
examinations in the country.



Normalized marks of the candidate

= GASD +(6TA-6GASD) x (Marks obtained by the candidate in a session - SASD)

Note:

(STA-SASD)

Where:

SASD: Sum of Average (A) and Standard Deviation (SD) of a session in
which the candidate appeared.

GASD: Sum of Average (A) and Standard Deviation (SD) of all the
candidates across all sessions put together.

STA: Average mark of the top 0.1% of the candidates of a session in
which the candidate appeared.

GTA: Average mark of the top 0.1% of all the candidates across all
the sessions put together.

Calculation of normalized marks will be done up to 6 decimal places.

Normalized marks of the candidate may vary from the original marks
obtained.

In case of exceptional conditions where disruption of the examination
happens dueto unforeseen conditions in any center, in any session, the
examination will be reconducted in the next session for those candidates
only, whose examination got disrupted. If the disruption happens in the last
session, examination will be reconducted for those candidates only, whose
examination got disrupted at a later date.

SASD: Sum of Average (A) and Standard Deviation (SD) of a session in which
the candidate appeared.

GASD: Sum of Average (A) and Standard Deviation (SD) of all the candidates
across all sessions put together.

STA: Average mark of the top 0.1% of the candidates of a session in which the
candidate appeared.

GTA: Average mark of the top 0.1% of all the candidates across all the
sessions put together.
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
