Sub.: Schedule of Document Verification (DV) for the post of Assistant Section
Officer (ASO) in CSIR (CASE-2023)-reg.

CSIR advertised 444 Administrative posts including 368 posts of Assistant
Section Officer (Gen/F&A/S&P) and 76 posts of Section Officer (Gen/F&A/S&P), vide
Advertisement No. E-1/RC/2023/1 in December, 2023. CASE-2023 Stage-I (Paper-I
and Paper-1l) and Stage-Il (Paper-Ill and CPT) Examinations have been completed.
In accordance with the provisions of the clause 5 of the Advertisement CSIR notified
the threshold/ Cut-Off marks of Stage-I (Paper-1 and Paper-Il) , Paper-11l and CPT vide
Notices of even no. dated 03.06.2024, 28.06.2024 and 01.11.2024 respectively.

2. As per clause 9.2(s) of the Advertisement, all the candidates are required to
produce Original Documents uploaded along with online application as well as any
other document as may be specified by the CSIR, failing which their candidature is
likely to be rejected. Further, as per clause 9.2(d) of the advertisement, applicants
working in Govt. Departments shall be required to produce a “No Objection Certificate”
from their employer at the time of document verification (DV), failing which their
candidature will not be considered. As per advertisement the date of document
verification (DV) was to be intimated in due course.

3 Accordingly, the Document Verification process for the post of Assistant Section
Officer (ASO) will be conducted during the period from 18.12.2024 to 24.12.2024 at
New Delhi. It has been decided that the count of provisionally shortlisted candidates
to be called for Document Verification (DV) will be calculated in the ratio of 1:1.75
against the number of advertised posts of ASO to cover for absenteeism/non-joining,
reserve panel, etc.

4.  Vide CSIR Notice of even no. dated 02.10.2024, 191 candidates were called for
Interview from 25.10.2024 to 29.10.2024. The Document Verification of all the
candidates present in the interview has been completed. Out of the 191 candidates,
1.75 times of the advertised posts of SO 76 i.e. 135 candidates (Rounded off to next
whole number for each category) were already included. Therefore, 135 candidates
will be counted against the post of Section Officer for the purpose of Document
Verification and remaining candidates will be counted against the post of ASO,
provided they have qualified in CPT.

5. The candidates who have applied for the post of ASO and obtained aggregate
cut-off marks out of 500, subject to scoring cut-off marks in Stage-lI and threshold
marks in Paper-lll and qualified in CPT, are being considered for the Document
Verification (DV). The candidates who are otherwise eligible based on the above
criteria but did not attend the Interview have also been included in the list of candidates
for Documents Verification.
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6. Accordingly, the list of candidates being called for the Document Verification for
the post of ASO is enclosed as Annexure-I. Category wise marks obtained by the last
candidate in the respective category (Paper-1, Paper-Il and Paper-Ill in aggregate and
having qualified the CPT) for deciding the list of candidates for the Document
Verification is given below:-

8. The Document Verification Call Letters of the candidates for the post of
Assistant Section Officer will be made available from 07.12.2024 (15:00 Hrs).
Candidates are required to download their Call Letters from Online Portal i.e.
https://csir.cbtexamportal.in/, after entering the required credentials (i.e. Application
No, Date of Birth, etc.). No request for change in date and time of DV intimated to the
candidates will ordinarily be entertained.

0. The candidates must appear for the Document Verification personally along
with all the relevant documents in original, mentioned in the DV Call Letter.

10. The candidates are advised to bring self-attested photocopies of their online
application form and all the documents attached therewith.

11. In case any candidate faces difficulty in downloading the letter for DV, he/she
can contact on Help Desk No. 07969049955 (09:00AM to 06:00PM). The candidates
are advised to keep visiting the CSIR official website i.e. hitps://www.csir.res.in/ for
examination related information.
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12. It is also clarified that mere being called for Document Verification does not
confer any right to a candidate to be treated as eligible for appointment. Since the
number of candidates being called for Document Verification are over and
above the notified vacancies for the post of Assistant Section Officer, therefore
merely being called for the Document Verification does not confirm selection.

13. To avoid any disappointment at a later stage, before attending the Document
Verification process, the candidate is advised to recheck whether the candidate
meets all the eligibility criteria laid down on the crucial date prescribed for the
post/examination in question. If any discrepancy is found in marks or shortlisting due
to any error or omission, CSIR reserves right to revise the list of candidates at a later
stage.
