2.      SUBMISSION   OF   MORE   THAN   ONE   APPLICATION FOR ANY POST IS STRICTLY 

FORBIDDEN. CANDIDATURE OF ANY CANDIDATE WHO SUBMITS MORE THAN ONE 

APPLICATION WILL BE SUMMARILY CANCELLED. 

 
3.   The qualifications prescribed in the advertisement are as per the notified recruitment rules issued by 

Government. 

  

4.      All the degrees/ diplomas/ certificates mentioned in the advertisement must have been obtained only 

from Universities/ Institutions duly recognized by the competent authorities. 

 

5.   The prescribed ‘essential qualifications’ are the bare minimum and mere possession of the same does 

not entitle applicants to be called for the interview. Where the number of applications received in 

response to an advertisement is large and it is not conveniently possible to interview all the 

applicants, the Commission may restrict the number of candidates to be called for interview to a 

reasonable limit on the basis of either higher qualification /higher marks/ grade obtained or on the 

basis of a Preliminary Screening Test (PST). 

  

NOTE:  Commission has decided to fix the following Category wise qualifying marks in the 

Personality Test and candidates unable to secure such qualifying marks would not be considered 

for the Posts, irrespective of their academic qualification and/or marks obtained in PST :

Commission may however, further lower the qualifying marks in the event of non-availability of 

sufficient candidates for filling up the vacancies in a particular category. 

 

The qualifying marks for Differently Abled Candidates will be 2% less than what is prescribed for 

a particular category when sufficient number of candidates will not be available for the respective 

category.  

 

However, in case of sufficient number of candidates are not available even after applying 2% 

relaxation of marks as per existing procedure, the differently abled candidates upto 5 times the 

vacancy in the respective category may be called for interview irrespective of the scores/marks 

secured by such candidates

6.   Where experience of a number of years is prescribed as an item of qualification this would mean only 

work / research experience gained in full time employment/ research in the relevant field within the 

closing date of receipt of applications.  

 

[Certificate(s) from the Head(s) of the Organization(s)/ Department(s) or the Competent Authority for 

the entire experience claimed, clearly mentioning the duration of employment (date, month and year) 

and field of experience, and indicating basic pay and consolidated pay etc must be obtained. The 

certificate(s) should also mention the nature of duties performed/experience obtained in the post(s) 

with duration(s)]. 

 

7.   The benefits of reservation of vacancies and relaxation of upper age limit up to 5 years are admissible 

only to S.C. and S.T. candidates of West Bengal. Relaxation up to 3 years may be allowed to O.B.C. 

(’A’ & ‘B’- Both Non Creamy Layer) candidates of West Bengal.  S.C., S.T. and O.B.C. candidates of 

other States may apply against unreserved vacancies only as general candidates. Such benefits are 

also available up to the age of 45 years for Persons with disabilities.
