attitude and in the psychology of my countrymen -- a change that carries
within it a cause of profound tragedy.

Our direct contact with the larger world of men was linked up with the
contemporary history of the English people whom we came to know in those
earlier days. It was mainly through their mighty literature that we formed our
ideas with regard to these newcomers to our Indian shores. In those days the
type oflearning that was served out to us was neither plentiful nor diverse, nor
was the spirit of scientific enquiry very much in evidence. Thus their scope
being strictly limited, the educated of those days had recourse to English
language and literature. Their days and nights were eloquent with the stately
declamations of Burke, with Macaulay’s long-rolling sentences; discussions
centred upon Shakespeare's drama and Byron's poetry and above all upon
the large-hearted liberalism of the nineteenth-century English politics.

At the time though tentative attempts were being made to gain our national
independence, at heart we had not lost faith in the generosity of the English
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race. This belief was so firmly rooted in the sentiments of our leaders as to
lead them to hope that the victor would of his own grace pave the path of
freedom for the vanquished. This belief was based upon the fact thatEngland
at the time provided a shelter to all those who had to flee from persecution in
their own country. Political martyrs who had suffered for the honour of their
people were accorded unreserved welcome at the hands of the English.

Children are society’s most precious resource and as such should have the right to
have their development and growth enhanced and protected in a safe and nurturing
environment. Throughouthistory andin virtually every culture children have worked,
but this has often been within a family context where children were socialized and
introduced to many adult skills and responsibilities, both earning status as family
and community members, and acquiring skills which promoted their self-esteem
and confidence as capable and independent human beings. Working to help their
families in ways that are neither harmful nor exploitative may be a reasonable
activity; however, many children are forced to perform tasks over long hours that
are unacceptable for their stage of development, representing a serious violation of
their rights.

Child labour refers to the exploitation of children through any form of work that
deprives children of their childhood, interferes with their ability to attend regular
school, and is harmful to their development. Specifically, it refers to work that: is
mentally, physically, socially or morally dangerous and harmful; interferes with
their schooling by depriving them of the opportunity to attend school; obliging
them to leave school prematurely; and requiring them to attempt to combine school
attendance with excessively long and arduous work.

Although child labour is most often found in countries with lower socio-economic
resources, italso occursin developed countries. The latest global estimatesindicate
that around 152 million children are engaged in child labour. The rate of reduction in
child labour has slowed by two-thirds in the most recent four-year period. According
to areport, a significant share of child labour and human trafficking occurs at their
lower tiers, in activities such as raw material extraction and agriculture. This makes
identification and tracking of cases challenging.

Hepatitis is an inflammation of the liver that is caused by a variety of infectious
viruses and non-infectious agents leading to a range of health problems, some of
which can be fatal. There are five main strains of the hepatitis virus, referred to as
types A, B, C, D and E. While they all cause liver disease, they differin important ways
including modes of transmission, severity of the illness, geographical distribution
and prevention methods. In particular, types B and C lead to chronic disease in
hundreds of millions of people and together are the most common cause of liver
cirrhosis, liver cancer and viral hepatitis-related deaths. An estimated 354 million
people worldwide live with hepatitis B or C, and for most, testing and treatment
remain beyond reach.

Some types of hepatitis are preventable through vaccination. A WHO study found
that an estimated 4.5 million premature deaths could be prevented in low- and
middle-income countries by 2030 through vaccination, diagnostic tests, medicines
and education campaigns. WHO'’s global hepatitis strategy, endorsed by all WHO
Member-States, aims to reduce new hepatitis infections by 90% and deaths by 65%
between 2016 and 2030. Many people with hepatitis A, B, C, D or E exhibit only mild
symptoms or no symptoms at all. Each form of the virus, however, can cause more
severe symptoms. Symptoms of hepatitis A, B and C may include fever, malaise,
loss of appetite, diarrhea, nausea, abdominal discomfort, dark-coloured urine and
jaundice. In some cases, the virus can also cause a chronic liver infection that can
later develop into cirrhosis or liver cancer. These patients are at risk of death.
