The mere thought filled me with terror. It was the sweet allurement of the mimosa
tree in full bloom that finally overcame my fears. One beautiful spring morning
when I was alone in the summer-house, reading, I became aware of a wonderful
subtle fragrance in the air. I started up and instinctively stretched out my hands.
It seemed as if the spirit of spring had passed through the summer-house. "What
is it?" I asked, and the next minute I recognized the odour of the mimosa blossoms.
I felt my way to the end of the garden, knowing that the mimosa tree was near the
fence, at the turn of the path. Yes, there it was, all quivering in the warm sunshine,
its blossom-laden branches almost touching the long grass. Was there ever anything
so exquisitely beautiful in the world before! Its delicate blossoms shrank from the
slightest earthly touch; it seemed as if a tree of paradise had been transplanted to
earth. I made my way through a shower of petals to the great trunk and for one
minute stood irresolute; then, putting my foot in the broad space between the
forked branches, I pulled myself up into the tree. I had some difficulty in holding on,
for the branches were very large and the bark hurt my hands. But I had a delicious
sense that I was doing something unusual and wonderful so I kept on climbing
higher and higher, until I reached a little seat which somebody had built there so
long ago that it had grown part of the tree itself. I sat there for a long, long time,
feeling like a fairy on a rosy cloud. After that I spent many happy hours in my tree
of paradise, thinking fair thoughts and dreaming bright dreams.

Environmental pollution is the unfavorable alteration of our surroundings, wholly
or largely as a byproduct of man’s actions, through direct or indirect effects of
the changes in the energy pattern, radiation levels, and chemical and physical
constitution and abundance of organisms. Environmental pollution is a global
problem and is common to both developed as well as developing countries, which
attracts the attention of human beings for its severe long-term consequences. The
decline in environmental quality as a consequence of pollution is evidenced by
loss of vegetation, biological diversity, excessive amounts of harmful chemicals in
the ambient atmosphere and in foodgrains, and growing risks of environmental
accidents and threats to life support systems. Pollution is viewed from different
angles by different people but is commonly agreed to be the outcome of urban-
industrial and technological revolution and rapacious and speedy exploitation
of natural resources, increased rate of exchange of matter and energy, and ever-
increasing industrial wastes, urban effluents, and consumer goods.

Over the
past couple of decades, various sources of pollution were identified that altered the
composition of water, air, and soil of the environment. The substances that cause
pollution are known as pollutants. A pollutant can be any chemical or geochemical
substance, biological organism or product, or physical substance that is released
intentionally or inadvertently by man into the environment with actual or potential
adverse, harmful, unpleasant, or inconvenient effects. Such undesirable effects may

be direct or indirect, being mediated via resource organisms or climate change.
